Lector inicial is a category of books for natural explorers who, while developing
literacy learning, set out to discover the world through their first books. Although
the readings are brief, they manage to attract the read through fiction and fantasuy,
as well as through stories that readers can link with their daily experiences within

family and school.

This makes it easier for them to extract explicit information from texts , as well as
identifying characteristics, emotions and motivations of the characters.

Undoubtedly, for those who are just beginning their reading career, illustrations also
constitute a fundamental language for understanding stories; therefore, they are
the perfect vehicle that invites them to infer specific information in an entertaining
way and to more clearly remember the chronological sequence of the stories.

« Are comprised of simple sentences

« Contain multisyllabic words

» Are composed of short paragraphs
and simple structures.

» Present more than one line of text
per page

- Are repetitive but with changes in
pattern

+ Include some common compound
and multisyllable words

- Feature progressively longer
sentences and include changes in
verb tense
